The August inflows were below average for Seminoe, Pathfinder, and Guernsey Reservoirs. 


Kendrick ownership was about 1,127,000 acre-feet (AF) on August 31, 2016, and approximately 129% of average (873,000 AF), which compares to the ownership of 1,127,000 AF last year.  The August 31, 2016, North Platte ownership was about 741,500 AF, which was approximately 161% of average (459,800 AF), which compares to 746,600 AF of North Platte ownership last year.  

On July 24, 2016, the North Platte Ownership accounting sheet was 2,515,400 AF with only 3,695 AF remaining in Re-Regulation account.  Based on our past experience, we consider it prudent to try to reach an end of September carry-over target of approximately 2,000,000 AF of total system storage.  Taking into consideration existing system storage, expected inflows, expected deliveries, and expected evaporation, we have determined the need to release approximately 60,000 AF in excess of demands to reach the target of 2,000,000 AF at the end of September.  Some of the North Platte Project Ownership and Kendrick Ownership was transferred to the Re-Regulation account on July 25, 2016 Ownership accounting sheet, ownership evaporation was no longer repaid by from the Re-Regulation account; and irrigation diversions were continue to be accounted as natural flow as inflows are passed through the system and Re-Regulation water was released.  A total of 420,000 AF was transferred from the ownership to the Re-Regulation Account and released to meet the end of September target.  The transfer consisted of 360,000 AF from the North Platte Project Ownership (Pathfinder and Guernsey Ownerships), and 60,000 AF from the Kendrick Ownership.

Flows in the Miracle Mile below Kortes Dam are approximately 530 cubic feet per second (cfs).  Releases from Gray Reef Reservoir are approximately 700 cfs and will be lowered to 500 cfs by September 15th.  The level of Alcova Reservoir is being maintained at the normal summer operating range of 5498 + one foot.

The release from Buffalo Bill Reservoir to the river plus the springs is approximately 950 cfs as measured at the Cody river gage.  The release from Boysen Dam is approximately 825 cfs.
